April 16, 2020

The regular meeting of the Wayne County Commissioners was held on this date with Commissioner Brian W. Smith presiding.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Smith with Commissioner Joseph W. Adams and Commissioner Jocelyn Cramer present.
  
The Commissioners were presented with a copy of the minutes from the meeting held April 9, 2020.  A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to approve the minutes of the said meeting.

There was no public comment.

New Business

A motion was made by Commissioner Cramer, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to purchase 13,000 #10 printed envelopes (for official absentee ballots), 13,000 #11 printed envelopes (for official mail-in ballots) and 13,000 #12 envelopes (for official election ballot materials) from Spencer Printing, Inc., Honesdale, at a cost of $3,315.77.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to designate Child Welfare Workers (Caseworker, Casework Supervisor, Case Manager, Program Specialist and Administrator) as Emergency Responders and exempting from Emergency Sick Leave and Emergency Family Medical Leave Act.  This provides limited application of Emergency Sick Leave for illness related reasons only.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to designate 911 Operators/Dispatch staff as Emergency Responders and exempt from Emergency Sick Leave and Emergency Family Medical Leave Act.  This provides limited application of Emergency Sick Leave for illness related reasons only.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to designate Correctional Facility Staff, except for office administrative positions, as Emergency Responders and exempt from Emergency Sick Leave and Emergency Family Medical Leave Act.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to approve the agreement executed by AFSCME to allow limited application of sick-time usage for illness related reasons only for Correctional Facility Staff.

Vicky Botjer, Chief Financial Officer, was present to give a summary on each of the four above   designations approved and answered questions.

A motion was made by Commissioner Cramer, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to approve the temporary furlough of full and part-time employees with names, departments, full or partial furlough agreements and start dates as listed.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to adopt the proclamation for 911 Telecommunicator Week in Wayne County.  Commissioner Smith highlighted our dispatchers and thanked them for everything they do.  Commissioner Cramer stated what a remarkable job they are doing at this time of crisis.  Commissioner Adams noted that the dispatchers were not able to be present in public to be recognized due to COVID-19.  These individuals will be recognized in person when this crisis is over.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to enter into an agency letter of agreement with the Wayne Pike Workforce Alliance and SHINE Wayne Pike to continue the SHINE partnership for an additional year.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to sign a Letter of Engagement and send it to the Appalachian Regional Commission and Pennsylvania DCED in support of the ARC Power grant for Phase 1 of the SCI Waymart project.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Smith and unanimous to adopt and sign a resolution requesting $1.5 million through an ARC Power Grant for Phase 1 of the SCI Waymart project.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to accept an emailed agreement from the PA Fish and Boat Commission’s attorney regarding the Hankins Dam that authorizes the County to pay $4,115 upfront for work on the project.  The PA Fish and Boat Commission guarantees reimbursement to the County in that amount.

At this time, the Commissioner recessed to hold a Salary Board meeting.  See Salary Board minutes.

The Commissioners’ meeting resumed.

Other Business

The Commissioners received a copy of the Treasurer’s Report dated April 15, 2020.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to approve the following bills for payment, as presented, which includes Checks No. 113335 through 113401.  Also included in the motion to approve were checks from the Human Services Agency and from Behavioral and Developmental Programs/Early Intervention.
