April 23, 2020

The regular meeting of the Wayne County Commissioners was held on this date with Commissioner Brian W. Smith presiding.  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Smith with Commissioner Joseph W. Adams and Commissioner Jocelyn Cramer present.
  
The Commissioners were presented with a copy of the minutes from the meeting held April 16, 2020.  A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to approve the minutes of the said meeting.

Correspondence and Communications

Received a letter from Luke Grim informing that he resigning from his position as a Dispatcher Trainee at the Wayne County Communications Center, effective April 20, 2020.  A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to accept this resignation.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.

New Business

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to adopt Resolution No. 2020-04-09 Implementing Act 15 of 2020’s Property Tax Relief Provisions.  Commissioner Adams offered comments on the property tax relief provisions stating that while the County is doing this for the economy throughout it is the right thing to do.  While municipalities are not obligated to adopt this, he hopes that all will so there is uniformity across the board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Smith and unanimous to approve a contract with KidsPeace for Fiscal Year 2019/20 as a provider to Wayne County Office of Behavioral and Developmental Programs and Early Intervention for Children’s Psychosocial Rehabilitation Services, 3.25 SITE, FFS each per fee schedule, with the budget limit of $2,000.
 
A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to approve a contract with Human Resources Center, Inc., for Fiscal Year 2019/20, as a provider to Wayne County Office of Behavioral and Developmental Programs and Early Intervention for the FY 19/20 for In-Home Community Supports, W7060, FFS, at the rate of $8.08/15 minutes, with a budget limit of $5,882.24; Respite Out-of-Home, 24 Hour Level 2, W7290, FFS, at the rate of $245.13/per day, with a budget limit of $2,451.30; CPS Community 1:2 or 1:3, W9351, FFS, at the rate of $5.36/15 minutes, with the budget limit of $1,072; CPS Facility 1:4 to 1:6 Level 2, W7226, FFS, at the rate of $4.01/15 minutes with the budget limit of $10,474.12; Supported Employment Job Support 1:1, W9794, FFS, at the rate of $17.75/15 minutes, with a budget limit of $8,520.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to approve a contract with The Advocacy Alliance, for Fiscal Year 2019/20, as a provider to Wayne County Office of Behavioral and Developmental Programs and Early Intervention for 3.14 Social Rehabilitation (Representative Payee), FFS, at the rate of $43.00/month, with the budge limit of $4,700.00; 3.15 Family Support Services (Children’s Advocacy Guardianship), PF, at the rate of Monthly Varies, with the budget limit of $7,624.00, FFS, at the rate of Monthly Varies, with the budget limit of $500.00; 3.28 Consumer-Driven Services (Warmline), PF, at the rate of Monthly, with the budget limit of $27,392.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to approve a contract with Children’s Service Center, for Fiscal Year 2019/20, as a provider to Wayne County Office of Behavioral and Developmental Programs and Early Intervention for 3.6 Outpatient, FFS, at the rate of MA Rates/Varies, with a budget limit of $3,500; 3.10 MH Crisis Intervention, FFS, at the rate of CCBH Rates/Varies, with a budget limit of $55,000; 3.17 Family Based In-Home, FFS, at the rate of MS Rates, with a budget limit of $2,000; 3.21 Emergency Services, FFS, at the rate of Negotiated, with a budget limit of $93,100.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to approve a contract with Human Resource Center, Inc. for Fiscal Year 2019/20, as a provider to Wayne County Office of Behavioral and Developmental Programs and Early Intervention for 3.12 Community Employment & Employment Related Services, Supported Employment, FFS, at the rate of $17.75/15 minutes, with a budget limit of $1,000; 3.13 Facility Based Vocational Rehabilitation Services, Base Level, FFS, at the rate of $4.01/15 minutes, with a budget limit of $60,128; Transportation: Zone 1 @ 17.85/trip & Zone 2 @ $3.14/Trip with a budget limit of $16,717; 3.14 Social Rehabilitation Services, FFS, at the rate of $4.01/per 15 minutes, with a budget limit of $22,500.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to approve a contract with Advocacy Alliance, for Fiscal Year 2019/20, as a provider to Wayne County Office of Behavioral and Developmental Programs and Early Intervention for Community Based Services (various), FFS, rate price varies, with the budget limit of $38,891.45; Admin Fee (Other: W0025), FFS, with the rate of $2.75, with the budge limit of $101.75; FSS/Payment-Dollar (W7320), FFS, rate varies, with the budget limit of $1,750; Incident Management/Adm Entity (mileage will be billed separately at the IRS rates in effect at the time) FFS, with the rate of $50.12/hour, with the budget limit of $2,654; Trainings/Tech and Data Support/Daily HCSIS Review with the budget limit of $510; IM4Q Surveys, FFS, rate/per survey, with the budget limit of $17,614.80; Representative Payee, FFS, with the rate of $43/Month, with the budget limit of $2,624.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to approve a contract with Revolutionary Nurses, for Fiscal Year 2019/20, as a provider to Wayne County Area Agency on Aging for expenditures up to a maximum contract cost of $4,570 annually for options consumers as ordered and authorized for payment by the Agency over the effective term of the agreement.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to approve a contract with Step By Step, Inc. for Fiscal Year 2019/20, as a provider to Wayne County Office of Behavioral and Developmental Programs and Early Intervention for Children’s Psychosocial Rehabilitation Services for 3.22 Housing Support Services, FFS, each rate Negotiated/15 minutes, with the budget limit of $291,000.

A motion was made by Commissioner Adams, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to authorize Chairman Smith to execute the 2020 Emergency Solutions Grant Statement of Assurances.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Cramer and unanimous to approve an adoption assistance agreement of behalf of Wayne County Children and Youth Services for one (1) child.  Commissioner Adams commented that is was nice to have something positive on the agenda and wished the family good luck.

A motion was made by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Adams and unanimous to ratify the appointment of Mary Beth Wood as the Authorized Representative for the ARC Power Grant Application.  As such, she is authorized to sign the related ARC Power grant online forms and submit the grant application to the Appalachian Regional Commission on behalf of the County.  This authorization is for the ARC POWER grant application only and does not extend to other activities relative to the SCI Waymart Project or any other project of the County without separate approval.

Commissioner Adams spoke on the food relief program stating that 400 families were served at five locations throughout the county this previous week.  They will add a sixth location at South Elementary School Wallenpaupack this week.

Commissioner Cramer thanked the staff and volunteers involved and noted that everyone has gone above and beyond.
